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Liljeholmstorget in Stockholm becomes Europe’s first LEED platinum certified shopping centre

Lilieholmstorget Galleria, a shopping centre which is developed and owned by Citycon, has been awarded the
highest level, LEED platinum environmental certification. Liljeholmstorget Galleria in Stockholm is the first
shopping centre in Europe to receive this LEED classification, and one of the few buildings in the world to have
platinum status.

Despite the excellent communications location, Liljeholmen has lacked a full service shopping facility. After five
labour-intensive years, Liljeholmstorget was opened in October 2009: a clear example of urban building planning
with the local neighbourhood in focus, where housing, workplaces, schools, public services, public transport, and
retail stores are built in an integrated fashion. Simply a new living city district.

The project covered 6 main parts:

- A three storey shopping centre (as well as a smaller fourth storey)

- Construction under the square and direct connection to Stockholm s publ i ¢ transport

- Residential facilities (72 apartments) above the shopping centre

- A parking hall with 900 underground parking places below Nybodahgjen with direct access to the shopping centre
on two levels

- Construction of a pedestrian bridge on three levels joining the parking hall to the shopping centre

- Renovation and reconstruction of the existing healthcare centre (ca. 12,700 square meters)

In a limited and abandoned space of just 10,000 square meters, Citycon has created a complex local city centre of
approximately 95,000 square meters which is an example of a project utilizing the existing preconditions of the
property.

The number of visits today is on average ca. 10 million annually, equating to an average of 190,000 visits weekly,
divided across the generous opening hours of 10 AM —8 PM on weekdays and 10 AM — 6 PM on weekends.

The primary region is dominated by single households and families with small children, where the well visited
healthcare centre includes dentists, a health clinic, a childcare centre, AstridLindgr en’ s pedi atric cl i

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perspective has had an influence on all decisions, from localisation, choice of materials, energy and water usage,
waste disposal and logistic solutions.

LEED, an international environmental classification system developed in the U.S. by The U.S. Green Building Council
(USGBC), evaluate the environmental impact of properties throughout their whole life cycle, from planning to

future operation.

LEED focuses on a number of key areas which together create the whole of the building project. The system

ensures that the construction will be as environmentally viable as possible. The classification is made on four levels
- Platinum, Gold, Silver and Certified, and the key areas which are evaluated and graded are: Land, Water, Energy,
Material and Other Construction Resources, Indoor Climate, Housing, Innovative Design.

What has been carried out in the Liljeholmen project?
